C. Payment Schedule

Grading System

Stanford University Grading Policy:
A		Excellent
B		Good
C		Satisfactory
D		Minimal Pass
CR	The “CR” represents performance that is satisfactory or better.  In a course with optional grading, some students will elect a credit/no credit option instead of letter grades.
	NC	The notation “NC” represents unsatisfactory performance in courses taken on a satisfactory/no credit basis.  Performance is equivalent to a letter grade of D+ or below.
	NP	The notation “NP” is used by instructors when a student does not pass a class offered for a letter grade.
