After successful completion of the courses, students will

obtain ECTS credits and will receive a certificate of
attendance and an official transcript.

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ACCOMMODATION

Participants will be housed in one of the university halls
of residence or will live with a host family.

PROGRAM FEE

public transport ticket for use within Tubingen.

6-week program: € 2,800 (early bird: € 2,400 by 15 Apr.)
APPLICATION & SCHOLARSHIPS

Students applying to the summer program must submit
the following documents: application form (available on
the website), letter of motivation, transcript of records.

A limited number of scholarships is available within the
summer programs. The scholarships are awarded on the
basis of academic achievement and financial need.
