Academic Programme

Courses

 Around 45 courses available in: Social
Sciences, Science and Maths, Economics,
Business and Management, Arts and
Humanities

e 12 Lectures, 8 Seminars per course (25
contact hours)

e Students choose three courses (4 credits
each); or two courses and one supervision

e Assessment: usually take-home exam and
final dissertation

* Formalised feedback during the course allowing students the
opportunity to learn and improve academic performance



Academic Programme

Independent Supervision (Optional)

e Replaces one course

e Extraordinary opportunity to work on
an independent research project of
the student’s own choosing under
guidance of a Supervisor (expert in
the field)




Accommodation and Meals

e All students have single occupancy rooms in College accommodation
 Meal plan at Pembroke or King’s
v’ Various dietary requirements are
catered for
v" Pembroke College is allergen and
coeliac UK accredited

e Three Formal Halls

v Three-course meals served in
historic dining halls




Social Programme

e Ateam of Cambridge Students act as
Programme Assistants (PAs) to organise social
activities

e Social programme:

throughout the programme. Such as:

= A walk to Wimpole Hall or
