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Background
Continued access to quality education during and after conflict, disaster, or epidemics plays an important role for crises-affected and displaced children, youth, families and communities. And yet, the right to education during and after these periods of emergencies and protracted crises is unevenly addressed by governments, the international community, donors and other stakeholders. Education in emergencies (EiE) is crucial for the protection and resilience of individuals as well as for the social and economic fabric and recovery of crisis-affected communities. Approximately 52% of the world’s forcibly displaced people are children; yet, less than 24% of refugees are enrolled in secondary school. Today, 263 million school-aged children are not in school and approximately half of them live in countries affected by crisis and conflict. The COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated this dramatic situation.
At the 2019 Global Refugee Forum in Geneva, Switzerland pledged to make Geneva a Global Hub for Education in Emergencies. The pledge was co-signed by the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the Global Education Cluster (GEC), Education Cannot Wait (ECW), the Inter-agency Network for Education in Emergencies (INEE), the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), the Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies and the University of Geneva. As a member of the Hub and a signatory to this pledge, the Global Education Cluster is hosting the Hub Coordinator and the Intern. 
Established by the Interagency Standing Committee as part of the cluster approach, the Global Education Cluster is a co-signatory to the Global Hub for Education in Emergencies and works towards a predictable, equitable and well-coordinated response addressing education concerns of crisis affected populations by reinforcing capacities of cluster staff and partners, providing timely remote and direct field support, strengthening robust assessment, analysis and advocacy.

Purpose 
The intern will provide communication and research support to the Global Hub for Education in Emergencies and the Global Education Cluster, including assisting with content development, advocacy campaigns, research and online engagement to further the mission, objectives and work of the two entities.

Tasks and Responsibilities 

· Support the development of a website for the Global Hub for Education in Emergencies, including working with the communications specialist on all aspects to create a functional new website. 
· Develop content and communication outputs for both the Global Hub for Education in Emergencies and Global Education Cluster, including webpages, blogs/articles, newsletters, visuals, design elements for the websites.
· Maintain up to date online calendars of events and created related content for advocacy and the events. 
· Support online engagement via the Global Hub for Education in Emergencies and Global Educaiton Cluster’s twitter and Facebook profiles.
· Keep up to date  mailing lists (Excel and Mailchimp).
· Provide technical support for online events (Teams or similar), including webinar management.
· Any other task that is relevant to the above-mentioned topics
