Background
Continued access to quality and safe education during and after conflict, violence, disaster or epidemics plays an important role for crises-affected and displaced children, youth, families and communities. And yet, the right to education during and after these periods of emergencies and protracted crises is unevenly addressed by governments, the international community, donors and other stakeholders. Education in emergencies (EiE) is crucial for the protection and resilience of individuals as well as for the social and economic fabric and recovery of crisis-affected communities. Approximately 50% of the world’s forcibly displaced people are children; yet, less than 24% of refugees are enrolled in secondary school. Today, 275 million school-aged children are not in school and approximately half of them live in countries affected by crisis and conflict. The COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated this dramatic situation.
At the 2019 Global Refugee Forum in Geneva, Switzerland pledged to make Geneva a Global Hub for Education in Emergencies. The pledge was co-signed by the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the Global Education Cluster (GEC), Education Cannot Wait (ECW), the Inter-agency Network for Education in Emergencies (INEE), the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), the Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies and the University of Geneva. UNHCR as the guardian of the GRF and UNESCO of SDG 4 signed the pledge as well. The Hub engages governments, humanitarian, development and academic actors in Geneva to come together for transformative joint action. The Hub promotes policy dialogue, multi-stakeholder synergies and partnerships, and inspires political and financial commitment to deliver safe and quality education to crisis-affected children and youth.
Purpose 
This internship is intended to support the Geneva Global Hub for Education in Emergencies during this exciting establishment phase, the drafting and subsequent implementation of the work plan.
